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Bands Saw and Scroll Saw
1. Use a push stick for close cuts
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2. Push the wood through the blade as fast as you can
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3. If the blade jams in the wood, fix it with your fingers
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4. Beside a running Band saw is the safest place to stand
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5. A ticking Band saw is not a safe Band saw
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The guard on the Band saw should be set to any height 
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7. Cutting tight corners require relief cuts on the band saw
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Hand Tools 
8. The blade condition of a chisel does not affect the safety of it
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9. Hold your work in your hand while using a chisel
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10. Rest your hand in front of your wood for comfort when using hand tools
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11.  If you can’t find a mallet then use a hammer
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12.  Always secure your material when using hand tools
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13.  Keep your hands away from all cutting edges of all tools
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Drill Press
14. You can store the chuck key in the chuck all the time
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15. All material must be secured to the table prior to drilling
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16. If the material becomes caught by the bit, turn off the drill and step back

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17. The longer end of the material should be to the left of the operator 
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Hands can be rested close to the drill bit when drilling a hole
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Sanders
19.  Your fingers can be closer than an inch to the sanding belt or disk
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20.  Only one person can use the disk sander at one time
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21.  Small objects can be sanded on the Disk sanders

Using lots of pressure and sanding end grain can damage the sander
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Miter Saw
23. You can cut material less than 30cm or one foot on the miter saw
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24. Your hand should be no closer than the limit shown on the saw
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25. It is safe to cross your arms when using the miter saw
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26. Odd shaped items can only be cut on the miter saw
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27. You can cut as fast as possible on the miter saw
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Planer
1. It is not ok to pass material through the planer that is shorter than 12”
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2. The planer is made to take no more than 1/8” off at one time
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3. It is ok to clear chips from the planer with your hand
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4. If the wood gets stuck in the machine force it through with a stick
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5. It is safe to push material through the planer with loose knots
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Always stand directly behind the planer when using it
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Router Table
7. Routers make little sound, hearing protection is not needed
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8. Sometimes you can’t see the router bit, keep your fingers back
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9. Use both hands while feeding the wood on a router table
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10. The arrows on the router table are not there for any reason
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11. Force the wood through the router, that’s what it’s made for
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12. Use a push stick to feed the wood through and to keep your fingers safe
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 Lathe
13. Safety glasses and a face shield are not required on the Lathe
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14. There is no need to lock the clamps on the Lathe
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15. Feeling the wood while the lathe is on is ok
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16. Remove the tool rest when sanding
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17. The Lathe should vibrate or shake

18. Cracked or material with knots could come apart on the lathe
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19. When using a gouge the tool rest should be set within 6mm of the wood
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Table Saw

20.  Students are allowed to use the table saw
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21. When the teacher is using the table saw you should talk to them
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22. It is ok to catch or grab wood coming off the table saw 
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23. It is not safe to walk directly behind a running table saw
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
