	1) Eye protection is not necessary when using the Scroll Saw.

3) Make sure your hands are not in front of the blade when cutting.

4) No talking to others while you are using the Scroll Saw

5) The HOLD-DOWN is only necessary with LARGE pieces of stock

6) Always clear the table with your hands because you could damage the fragile blade with a brush. 

7) Uneven stock can be easily cut on the Scroll Saw.

8) The HOLD-DOWN is used to keep the stock on the table; you do NOT need to hold it down yourself.

9) Before backing out of long cuts, turn the power off so you don’t break the blade.

10) Occasionally the blade will break.  Shut the machine off and put a new one on yourself.

	1) Wear eye protection while operating this machine.

2) Set the upper blade guard 50 mm (2 inches) above the wood to be cut so you get a good view of the cut you are making.

3) You can back out of long cuts when the Band saw is running. 

4) Relief cuts should be used when cutting curves.

5) Hands should NEVER travel in the path of the blade.

6) Lower the blade guard close to the table when the blade has stopped and you are finished cutting.

7) Hands can be as close as 12mm (1/2 inch) to the band saw blade when it is moving for better control.

8) Make ALL adjustments to the saw BEFORE starting the machine.

9) The blade MUST be stopped before leaving the Band saw.

10) If the blade breaks, shut off the saw and tell the instructor immediately.

11) Clear any scrap pieces of wood from around the blade with your hand.

	1) Wood to be drilled should be clamped to the table to prevent injury.

2) Locate holes to be drilled by drawing a CIRCLE on the wood.

3) Eye protection is only necessary for drilling large holes, where chips are flying from the drill.

4) Always put a scrap piece of plywood below the wood being drilled so the drill bit does not hit the table.

5) Always drill with the same pressure for an even cut and to prevent chipping

6) The CHUCK KEY must be removed after installing or removing the drill bit.

7) Long hair DOES NOT need to be tied back on the Drill Press.

8) If in a hurry, it is acceptable to stop the chuck of the Drill Press with your hand.

9) It is acceptable to sweep off the Drill Press table with your hand. 

10) Start drilling holes QUICKLY to prevent chipping.

11) If you drill deep holes, you should withdraw the bit frequently to prevent burning.

12) Keep the long part of the wood to the left of the table.

	1) Wear eye protection when using the jointer

2) The shortest board used on the Jointer is 305mm (12 inches).

3) Fingers never pass DIRECTLY over the revolving cutter blades.


4) When jointing, keep the board in firm contact with the table and fence.


5) Always joint a board in the direction of the grain.

6) If the wood is below the level of the fence, push sticks MUST be used.

7) The OUTFEED table can be adjusted to change the amount of wood cut.


8) Stand directly behind the Jointer for good position.

9) Joint ONLY one side and one edge of the board on the Jointer.

10) Joint the END GRAIN of a board if the saw has left a poor finish.


11) The wood to be jointed must be in good condition, with no glue, paint, hardware or other materials that could damage the cutter head.


12) Always make 1 pass over the cutter head with each board.

	1) The main purpose of the Planer is to make two surfaces of the wood parallel.

2) Set the "depth of cut" on the Planer by the wood touching the feed rolls.

3) It is acceptable to plane wood with excess glue on the surface because it will NOT dull the cutters.

4) The jointed face side of a board goes UP when planning.

5) Wood being cut in the Planer must be at least 305 mm (12 inches) long.

6) Hands must be kept away from the infeed and outfeed rolls when the Planer is running.

7) If the wood jams in the Planer, look into the machine to find the problem.

	1) Eye protection is not necessary on the Mitre Saw.

5) Use either the right or left hand to cut and the other hand to hold the wood in position on the table.

6) Always check with a Try Square before making your final cut.

7) The Mitre Saw is only used for cutting across the grain of a board.

8) Cut QUICKLY for an accurate and clean cut.

	1) Use eye protection when operating the Table Saw.

2) Set the blade height 2 teeth above the wood to be cut.

3) ALL guards must be in position while operating the table saw.  ONLY with the instructors permission can they be removed


4) Make adjustments when the saw is running.

5) When ripping, the part of the board KEPT is between the rip fence and the blade.

6) Wood can be pulled through by reaching over the blade.

7) The minimum length of wood to be cut is 305mm (12”)

8) Use push sticks when ripping wood less than 6” wide.

9) Stand in line with the blade when ripping for good positioning.

10) When using the saw, the operator keeps his/her eyes on the saw blade and is NOT talking.

11) The good edge (face edge) goes against the rip fence.

12) When crosscutting, use the MITRE gauge/box and the RIP fence at the same time.

13) Once a piece of wood is cut, leave it between the blade and rip fence until the machine comes to a complete stop.

14) The Mitre Gauge/Box and Rip Fence may be used together when crosscutting wood.

15) Always check the mitre gauge for being square, before you use it.

3) Use the SLOWEST speed when first turning the Wood Lathe on.

4) Hold the turning tools firmly with both hands to maintain control.

5) Long hair and loose clothing are very dangerous on the Wood Lathe.


6) Always have the instructor check your set up before using the Wood Lathe. 

7) LARGE projects should be turned at a FAST speed.


8) When applying a finish on the Wood Lathe, use a LARGE cloth.


9) The tool rest is used when SANDING the wood on the Wood lathe.

10) Check frequently that the wood DOES NOT become loose while in the lathe. 

11) Projects that have been glued can be turned when the glue is mostly dry.
